Several Arrested For Drug Trafficking
Butler County Sheriff Richard K. Jones reports the Butler County Undercover Regional Narcotics Unit (BURN) conducted a search warrant at 401 Sal Boulevard, Apartment A in Trenton on Friday, August 17th.  Almost nine-thousand dollars ($9,000) in cash along with approximately 36 grams of Fentanyl were confiscated.
Several people were arrested at the scene.  Dante Curry, 24 year old male and Aaron Morgan, 30 year old male were charged with trafficking and possession of drugs, both felony charges.  Grisley Mateo Castillo, 19 year old male was charged with child endangering, a misdemeanor of the first degree.  There was a one year old infant present in the residence.  
Fentanyl is an opioid used as a pain medication. It has a rapid onset and effects generally last less than an hour or two. Medically, fentanyl is used by injection, as a patch on the skin, as a nasal spray, or in the mouth. “This was a great investigation that led to ending and illegal drug business.  This drug causes deaths every day and these criminals had no problem having an infant near it. BURN did a great job getting these guys off the street,” said Sheriff Jones.
